Costs do not include the caregiver's lost wages or the costs of incarceration for the person living with FAS, if it were to occur: 

· $1,508,000 for medical and dental care 

· $1,376,000 for residential placement 

· $624,000 for supported employment 

· $530,000 for psychiatric care 

· $360,000 for foster care and respite care 

· $360,000 for Supplemental Security Income 

· $240,000 for special education 
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
