	1. TRUE.  TB is caused by bacteria spread through droplets in the air from one person to another through coughing or sneezing.  Casual contact is not a risk factor for contract TB infection.

	2. FALSE.  A client in the waiting area who has latent TB infection is not contagious and cannot spread the germ to others.

	3. TRUE.  People who have been on TB medicines for at least 2-3 weeks are usually no longer able to infect other people.  However, the full course of medication treatment must be completed.  Starting and stopping the medications can put the individual at risk for developing treatment-resistant TB.

	4. TRUE.  When people use or abuse drugs and alcohol they have a lower immune system response, which makes them more susceptible to TB infection.  Other diseases that lower the immune system, like HIV/AIDS, leave the person very susceptible to TB infection and they should seek immediate treatment.

	5. FALSE.  Active TB disease has one or more of the following symptoms:  a bad cough for longer than three weeks, chills with fever and night sweats, coughing up blood or phlegm, pain in chest and unexplained weight loss.

	6. TRUE.  Living conditions like prison, homeless shelters, and migrant camps increase the risk that a client is more likely to come into contact with the TB germ.  Brief, one time casual contact is not a concern.

	7. FALSE.  Although people from a country where TB is common (Asia, Africa, Mexico) should be tested, additional risk factors for TB skin testing include living or spending extended time with someone infected with TB, having HIV/AIDS, abusing drugs and living in high risk conditions (see #6).

	8. FALSE.  If a co-worker has a positive skin test it means they have been exposed to TB.  Further testing is needed to determine whether or not they have active TB infection.  A positive skin test must be followed by a chest x-ray and/or sputum smear or culture to confirm the presence of TB infection versus exposure.
