	Presentation on Macomb County Youth Behavior Patterns

Sgt Rojem explained that there is not enough police officers to regulate and issue citations to teens who are participating in underage drinking.  There has been a grant issued throughout Macomb County for Party Patrol.  This allows 4 police officers to strictly focus on Drunk Driving, underage drinking and other inappropriate behaviors.  These officers will also investigate the convenient and liquor stores.  Currently, Roseville, Fraser, Clinton Twp., and the Sheriff department are the only cities that have received grant funds for Party Patrol.  The Party Patrol is effective immediately and will be in place until September 30th.  It is expected that the Party Patrol Grant will roll into another year.  

Sgt. Rojem stated that they are planning to utilize the internet to their advantage.  An undercover police officer will be setting up a “My Space” account to find out about underage drinking, and any other inappropriate behavior that may be occurring.  He also stated that the police department has seen an increase of threats and harassment on the internet.  

He stated that all school districts need to have School Resource Officers.  Many preventative measures can be taken when information is shared prior to events.

Sgt. Rojem explained how the system tracks data.  If a police officer gets a call for disorderly conduct or assault the person involved will receive a citation for disorderly conduct/assault.  Many times substance abuse is involved and if the individual is a juvenile they will also be cited for minor in possession.  However, the tracking system only records the reason for the call. Secondary citations like MIPs do not get recorded.  

Cultural diversity has been growing within the northern communities.  This has caused an increase in racial tension among the teens that is becoming a serious problem.  

Sgt. Rojem has seen an increase in prescription drug use among teens.  Prescription drugs are easily accessible for teens because it is easy to get them from their own homes.  Parents are unaware that their children are getting the prescription drugs form their own homes.

Sgt. Rojem also expressed his concerns regarding teens abusing energy drinks and the impact this has on their health.

Chippewa Valley Schools
	Presentation on Activities re: underage drinking, the nature of underage drinking and what is being done through Chippewa Valley Coalition

Charlene McGunn gave an over view of programs that Chippewa Valley Schools have in place to educate and help the community become more aware of the consequences of drinking and driving and underage drinking.

Charlene stated that the norms of drinking and driving, and underage drinking are a huge concern.

 She expressed concern for the community not having enough awareness of the consequences.  The students are not concerned about the consequences of underage drinking because they believe they can get away with it.  Many students have expressed that they have been at parties where alcohol is being served to minors and the police dump out the alcohol and do not issue citations.  This is due to the fact that there are not enough police officers to follow up on citations.  

Parents are a huge concern when it comes to teens drinking underage.  Many parents allow and encourage teens to drink.  Many parents lack supervision and/or model inappropriate behavior.  Many parents struggle with setting boundaries, they would rather be a friend and are reluctant to enforce consequences.  

Many parents do not take the law seriously because the consequences for allowing teens to drink in their homes have been lenient. 

Parents have allowed underage drinking to become a normative behavior and is more of an issue than peer pressure.

Charlene has expressed a huge concern regarding the media strongly influencing teen behavior.

Charlene has received feedback from high school students who have strongly suggested that middle school students are in need of more education re: substance abuse.  Charlene suggested using the media/cable to their advantage by involving students to create visuals messages that other students can relate to.  She has found that students listen and work well with other students.  

Chippewa Valley School coalition has made several PSAs that they will share with other school districts.

	Gloria Kmiec Adult Felony Drug Court
	Presentation on Drunk Driving Issues and Drug Court

The Macomb County Circuit Adult Felony Drug Court is a grant-funded operation reviewing repeat offenders.  For an individual to qualify for this program they must be looking at a minimum of 6 months of jail or prison time.  Participants accepted into this program will be involved in the Drug Courts for 15 – 21 months.  The program does not accept a person on Methadone.

Gloria stated that the drug of choice for this population entering Drug Court is Crack Cocaine (35%)  Heroin (30%).  Alcohol (10%) and marijuana (9%).  

The average age of first use of alcohol for this population is 15 and started with alcohol and marijuana. 

Tere has been 57 graduates from the program and the recidivism study shows that 20% of the graduates had a new felony offense since graduation.  This study was compared to those were sentenced but eligible to the program but not admitted.  Of that group 63% had new felonies.  Participants are drug tested 3 times for the first half of the program.  If a participant is tested positive for opiates they immediately go in front of a judge and are jailed.

This program has also assisted on educating Judges about prescription drug usage.

Graduates from this program have given back to the community by speaking at schools about the real life consequences of using drugs and alcohol.  The teens were very receptive because they heard an actual story from a woman who shared her experiences of being incarcerated because of her poor choices and using alcohol and drugs.  The outcome from the teens was excellent.

Drug Court has had a positive impact regarding overpopulation of Jails and Prisons.  

Gloria mentioned that majority of the adults in Drug Court are parents and have stated they do not want their children to repeat the same mistakes they have.  They lack parenting skills and do not know how to address their children’s behavior problems.  Jeff Oldham confirmed this stating that the people incarcerated express these exact concerns regarding their children.

	Presentation on Cultural Issues:

Guest Speaker Ted Radzilowski, historian has studied immigration for 30 years.  He explained some of the glitches that occur within the Census Bureau.  Many of the minorities do not know what race they qualify in.  For example the United States consider Argentineans as part of the Hispanic Culture but the Argentineans do not.  They consider themselves as “White.”  About 50% of Hispanics consider themselves white.

Ted also stated that he has access to every study that has been done by the Census Bureau.  He can provide mapping and spatial analysis for Macomb County.  

His staff has people who specialize in researching substance abuse information in the tri-county area.  He has located studies on alcohol usage within different cultures. Mapping of this information allows a comparison study with other communities.

The data shows Alcohol Treatment admissions by age, Alcohol Liver Disease Deaths, Heroin Treatment Admissions by age, Cocaine Treatment by age, Methamphetamine treatment by age, and Illicit Drug Deaths either by misuse or suicide. The data showed persons between ages 14 – 20 had the highest number of admissions for marijuana.   

There was a lengthy discussion re: this data.  Charlene McGunn expressed that many of the youths are not being treated properly for substance abuse.  Patti Steele added that many of the crashes could also be suicides that are unrecorded.

	Alice Johnson-Stacy stated that MADD’s goal is to not an organization to prevent people from consuming alcohol.  MADD is an organization to prevent underage drinking. Alice stated that youths are unaware of the consequences.  She shared several stories of people who have been victims of violent alcohol related crashes.  Majority of the victims are not compensated for their losses.  MADD has organized a Victim Impact Panel to help educate the families and communities of the devastating consequences that occur with drinking and driving.  She mentioned this program helps the youths change their way of thinking.  She believes that the reality from the stories told is a powerful message to youths instead of dictating statistics.  MADD is in the process of improving the multi media that is presented 5 to 6 times a year. 	Steven presented a PowerPoint presentation on Behavioral Risk Factor Survey.  The survey provided data identifying Hot Spots & Population Trends that are occurring Nationally, in Michigan and Macomb County.  The most current survey was completed in 2005.  In 1999, nationally, 41.7% of persons between the ages of 18-25 admitted to binge drinking.  The survey compares binge drinking with persons between the ages of 18 – 24 in the state of Michigan and Macomb County.  In 2002, there were 49.9% of 18 – 24 year olds in Macomb County who admitted to binge drinking which was significantly higher than the state percentage, which was 31.1%.  The current data showed that binge drinking among persons between the ages of 18- 24 living in Macomb County was 46.9% compared to Michigan’s 29.8%.  The data from the survey clearly shows that persons between the ages of 18 and 24 are experiencing binge drinking at a higher rate than nationally and statewide.  Data shows that persons between the ages of 21 – 24 experienced the most DUI arrest in Macomb County.  The number of alcohol related crashes between persons of 18 –25 has doubled which supports the binge drinking data.  

Macomb County has almost 72,000 persons between the ages of 18 –14 and 78% of this population lives in the top 10 cities with the highest rate of alcohol related crashes.  The top 5 cities showing the most alcohol related crashes are Clinton Twp, Roseville, Sterling Heights, Macomb Twp., and Warren.  Data also shows a correlation between the increase in population trend and the hot spot areas.  The 2010 Census will provide more accurate data to support this correlation.  Macomb County shows the African American population has increased by 112%, Asian population increased by 38%, Hispanic population by 28%, and the white population has decreased by 1%.  

Survey also showed a considerable cost difference between alcohol and non-alcohol related crashes.  Non-alcohol related crashes estimated cost is $16,583.00 and alcohol related crashes estimated cost are $91,605.00

	Members were given a copy of the compiled “Identified Issues of Concern” worksheet that they completed from last week.  The areas of concern and capacity were compiled according to the States requirements of intervening variables related to the priority problem.  The items in the first column are broken down into 3 categories, Drunk Driving, Underage Drinking and Other Issues.  This column identified community factors that contribute to Alcohol Related Traffic Crash Deaths, Underage Drinking and other issues.  We have filled in current capacity gathered from previous meetings. Please note that the “Social Norms” section has been divided into 3 areas of concern: Individual norms, Community norms and Family norms.  The items in the 2nd column are contributing factors to the intervening variables categories in the first column.  Most are from the state’s logic model, but those in italics are those contributed by Macomb CEW Members.

The members formulated small groups and reviewed the existing data and prior assessments re: patterns of concern, target areas and consequences.  Members were asked to identify additional information of what else is needed in Macomb County.

	In depth group discussion re: hotspots and targeted areas.  The compiled information from the group clearly shows that the Drunk Driving hot spot areas are Warren, Roseville, Clinton Twp, Sterling Heights and St. Clair Shores.  The group agreed that it is difficult to recognize one hot spot area and agreed to target “County Wide” as the primary hot spot.  The group decided the primary age groups to impact are middle school youths and youths in transitional grades between 5th and 9th grade for Underage Drinking.  Other concerns identified were Gateway drugs.  The Group also identified other drug Impaired Drivers as a concern that needs to be addressed. The group agreed that the all of the State’s intervening variable are of concern.  However the group has expressed a strong interest and concern re: the intervening variable involving Social Norms, and Law Enforcement.
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
